Diear Parishnoners and Friends,

We began the month of May celebrating Great Saturday, the feast of the Resumrection of Jesus
Chnist and Pascha Sunday. Many of our faithfil attended the church services in person while
others watched on our hive streaming services. On Pascha Sunday, many fammihes gathered mn
smaller than traditional sroups. to celebrate the bizgest Greek holiday of the vear. Tables were
laden with endless vaneties of foods mcluding the traditional bowl of Easter soup - magimtsa
(generally eaten following the Resurrection service, to break the fast), spit roasted whole lamb or
the altermative roasted leg of lamb, tsoureki. red eggs and on and om, a generous ammay of
mezedakia or small plates of food, and plenty of wine and tsipouro. We drank and ate till we
could not domk or eat another bite of food.

The month of May bnngs us many other days and hohdays to celebrate. Some of us may
celebrate Cinco de Mayo on May 5th; many of us will celebrate Mother’s Day on May 9th; all of
us will celebrate Pentecost Sunday, May 23rd; most of us will celebrate Memonal Dav, on May
31st; and ouwr church will hold our Spring General Assembly Meeting on May 16th
followmng the Divine Liturgy.

You may ask vourself Why is it important for me to attend the General Assembly MMesting?
Well first, 1t 15 important you attend the Divine Liturgy on that day {or any day) so that you can
expenience the energy of worshipping with your fmends and fellow panshioners around you; to
hear the hymns and pravers of the chanters” and the sermon of the dav. You may find that enersy
following you throughout the General Assembly and the remainder of the day.

General Assembly meetings are important for several reasons: 1). It's where you can exercise
your nghts as a panshioner; 2). It's where you leam about the financial health of our church;
